Following the lectures, a team from the Indian Red Cross Society, Ahmedabad, began the blood sample
collection process.

Total Count: Blood samples were collected from a total of 132 students for Thalassemia testing
during the camp.

An individual with
this trait can live a healthy and long life just like any normal person.

Future Security: The primary benefit of getting this report is the ability to take necessary
precautions while choosing a life partner in the future.

Solution to Avoid Disaster: A risk of the offspring having 'Thalassemia Major' arises only if a
Thalassemia Minor individual marries another Thalassemia Minor individual. No serious problems
occur if the life partner is 'Normal.'

3. Precautions and Vigilance

During the program, the following instructions were emphasized:




Students must always preserve their Thalassemia Card.

Before finalizing a marriage, it is essential to check the Thalassemia report of the prospective life
partner.

3. Share this information with others in society to increase public awareness.
4. Principal’s Address

The College Principal, Shri D.P. Patel, stated that as science students, it is our responsibility to accept the
report and develop a scientific understanding rather than harboring superstitions or fear. He expressed his
happiness regarding the presence of the parents at the session.
